'ORDINANCE 2000-01

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 99-01, 1-A-2, “APPLICATION
FEE”, 1-A 4, “OUTSIDE CITY LIMITS”, 1-G-3 “CUT OFFS/RECONNECTS",
AND - H-4, “PENALTY FOR VIOLATIONS

'WHEREAS, the City of Murchison deerms it necessay to amend ordinance 99.01 and setan applicaion fee
for new service at @ Tate comparable to other water suppliers, and

'WHEREAS, the City of Murchison has hed occasion to have questions rise conceming city water service:
outsde the incorporated limits o the city, end

WHEREAS, it is necessary to define the proper procedures and fees required when a water customer has an
cutstanding amount past due on the ity of Murchison water billing, and

'WHEREAS, the City of Murchison finds it necessary to stress the seriousness of violating any part of this:
Section,

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MURCHISON,
‘TEXAS, THAT ORDINANCE 99-01, SECTION 1, SUBSECTION A, PARAGRAPH 2, “APPLICATION
FEE" AND PARAGRAPH 4, “OUISIDE CITY LIMITS", AND SECTION 1, SUBSECTION G,
PARAGRAPH 3, “CUT OFF/RECONNECTS” AND SECTION 1, SUBSECTION H, PARAGRAPH 4,
“PENALTY FOR VIOLATIONS" SHALL BE AMENDED AND READ AS FOLLOWS:

1-A-2. “Application Fee":  The Waterworks office shall collect a fee of ity dollars ($50.00) for each
new acoount for water service it establishes. The Waterworks office shall also collect a fee of fifty
dollars ($50.00) for each transfer to a ifferent address of an account for water services.

1-A4, “Ouide City Limits” The City will contimuc to honor the current water services ouside the
city limits of Muschison until and at such a time that providing water service does not jeopardize the
safety, quality, and/or quaniity of water for customers imside the city limits, or jeopardizes the safety,
quality, andior quantiy of water for those customers outside the city limits.  New applicants at the
current woter scrvice addressos, whose service will not require & new tap, shall irst pay the required fees
and deposits for new service and shall adhere to the rules and regulations set forth by ordinance 99-01 and
amendments.  Applicants requesting new water/sewer servic for property located outside the ity imits,
not currently served that would require  new tap, shell meke application o the City Searetary and
provide all necessary information required on & form £ be provided by the City Secretary in order to
accumlate all information regarding the impast on the City’s waterlsewer system(s)  The City
Engineer, who will pass his recommendations to the Council, will stdy ths information. 1f Council
approves the application, the City Attommey shall preparc a contract based on Council’s policy regarding
waterisevver services, All expenses of providing and improving water service shall be at the customers’
expense. Whoever ntentionally, by any means or device, causes & cormection, or in any way causes any
device to be attached to the distribution lines of water/sewer, whether outside or inside the city liits,
without prior consent of the City Council and without a drawn contract, shall constiute prima facis
evidence of knowledge to defraud, and shall bring such person(s) prima facie within the scope, meaning,
and penalties of Ordinance 99-01 and for cvery such offense be fined s provided for & violation of this
code—Ord. 99-01, Sec.1-H-4, Ord. 2000-01, Sec. 14
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16:3.  “Cut off/Reconnections” _ After being duly notified with suffcient ime to pay al outstanding
debts, on the date specified i the delinquent notiicatio, a st shall be made of the customers who show
an amount still due on their accounts. A copy of this list shall be sent to a duly authorized officer,
employee, contractual employee or agent, who shall then proceed o disconnect the water service.  The
full past due amount plus a charge of twenty-five dollars (525.00) will b due and collectable in order to
sestare service and for the aocount to remain in good standing. Should the account remain unpaid forten
(10) days, the meter shall be pulled and shall not be replaced until a fee of ane hundred dolars ($100.00)
plus all pplicable fees and the full amounts due are paid. _Shouldthe account semain unpaid at the time
of the next billing oy, the account shall be finsled and when applicable, all fees, fines and deposits
selting 0 this account shall be due and collectable as stated in Ord. 99-01 and Ord. 2000-01 before
service will be restored within the incorporated limits of the City.  Should the account li outside the
incorporated limits of the City, Council shell have the authority to discontimae all water lines that service
this account and place s ien on the property as authorized in Section 1, Subsection J of Ord. 99.01.

14, “Penalty for Violations”, Any person, persons, fim, corporation, or association, as thatterm
is defined by section 1.07(s) of Texas Penal Code, violates any of the provisions of this Section shall,
upon conviction, be fined in any sum ot exceeding one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) but nt less thar
five hundred dollars ($500.00); and each and every dy that the provisions of this Section are violated
shall onstitute  separate and distinct offene.

EMERGENCY DECLARED: It being that the provisions conteined in this ordinance are urgent and
necessary, all rules and regulations requirng more than one reading of ordinances before final passage are
hercby suspended and this ordinane shall be in full oroe and effectfrom the date of its passage and spproval;
and all covenants and/or agreements whethér writen or implied not flly in compliance with the covenant or
sggeemen, whether writton or implied, shal this day forward be mull and void.
