AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MURCHISON DISPENSING WITH THE
‘OFFICE OF MARSHAL AND CONFERRING THE DUTIES OF SAID OFFICE
UPON A CITY POLICE OFFICER TO BE APPOINTED BY AND TO SERVE AT
‘THE WILL AND PLEASURE OF THE CITY COUNCIL; PROVIDING THAT
SUCH CITY POLICE OFFICER SHALL BE A PEACE OFFICER UNDER THE
LAWS OF THE STATE OF TEXAS; AND PRESCRIBING QUALIFICATIONS.

WHEREAS, Scction 22076 Local Government Code authorizes the governing body of any ity or town
opersting under the general laws having less than five thousand (5,000) inhabitants by orcinanc to dispense
‘with the office of marshl, and st the same time by such ordinance to confer the duties of said office upon s
ity police offier o be appointed s the ity councilshall diret; and.

WHEREAS, the Ciy of Murchison is opersting under the general laws of the State of Texas, and said City
‘had s population of less than five thousand (5000) inbabitants;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MURCHISON:
Section 1. The office of Marshallin th City of Murchison s hereby sbolished and dispensed with,

Section 2. There is hercby crated the position of City Police Offce, to be appointed by the City
‘Council._Such City Police Offcr shall have noterm of offce, but shall seve at the will and pleasure of
the City Council

Section3.  Such City Police Officer shall be a peace officer as defined in Artcle 2.12, Code of
Criminal Prccedure of Texas, with al of the powers and duties confered upon peace offcers under the
laws of the State of Texas.

Section 4. Such City Police Officer shall hold a certficate as a qualified law enforcement officer
from the Texas Commission on Law Enforcement Officer Standards and Bducation es provided in
Chapter 415 Government Code, unless serving under a temporary or probationary appointment. as
provided in sid Act.Such City Police Offcer may reside within of without the corporate fmits of said
City, as the City Council may authorize and direct

Section S, All ordinances and parts of ardinances in conflict with this Ordinanoe ar hereby repealed
10 the extent of the conflct,

Section 6. If any provision of this Ordinance or the spplication thersof to any person or
circumstance s held invalid, such invalidity shall not affet other provisions or applications of the
Ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or epplication, and to this end the
provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable
