The allocation to residential water customers residing in a single-family dwelling shall be
based on any of the following aiteria; whichever gives the household a fair and cquitable

1500 gallons per person per household per month, or

 The average of the customer’s usage for the previous three lowest winter month's
wsage within the past twelve (12) months, not to exceed 10,000 gallons.

“Household” means the residential premises served by the customer’s meter. “Persons per

‘household” inclndes only those persons curently physically residing at the premiscs and

expected to reside there for the entire billing period. It shall be assumed that a particular

customer’s household is comprised of two (2) persons unless the customer notifies the City

of Murchison of a greater number of persons per houschold on a form prescribed by the

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‘mayor or his/her designee. The mayor or his/her designee shall give his/her best efforttosee
that such forms are mailed, otherwise provided, or made avalable (o cvery residential
customer. If, however, a customer does not receive such a form, it shall be the customer's
responsibilty to go to the Gity of Murchison’s office to complete and sign the form daiming
‘more than two (2) persons per household. New customers may clim more persons per
‘houschold at the time of applying for water sesvice on the form prescribed by the mayor or
his/her designee. When the number of persons per household increases 50 as to place the
customer n a different allocation category, the customer may notify the Gity of Murchison on
such form and the change vill be implemented in the next practicable billng period. If the
number of persons in a houschold is reduced, the customer shall notfy the Gity of
Murchison in writing within two (2) days. In prescribing the method for climing more than
two (2) persons per household, the mayor or his/her designee shall adopt methods to insure
the accuracy of the dlaim. Any person who knowingly, recklessly, or with ciminal negligence
falsely reports the number of persons in a household or fails to timely notfy the ity of
Murchison of a reduction in the number of person in a houschold shall be fined notless than
$500.00.

Residential water customers shall pay the following surcharge

$35.00 for the first 1,000 gallons over allocation.
$75.00 for the second 1,000 gallons over allocation.
$75.00 for the third 1,000 gallons over allocation.
$75.00 for cach additional 1,000 gallons over allocation.

Surcharges shall be cumulative.
Commercial Customers

The mayor or his/her designee shall establish a monthly water allocation for cach
nonresidential commerdial customer other than an industrial customer who uses water for
processing purposes. The non-residential customer’s allocation shall be approximately
seventy-five percent (75%) of the customer’s usage for corresponding month’s billing period
for the previous 12 months, If the customer’s billing history is shorter than 12 months, the
monthly average for the period for which there is a record shall be used for any monthly
pesiod for which no history exists. Provided, however, seventy-five percent (75%) of a
customer's monthly usage is less than 2,000 gallons, that customer shall be allocated 2,000
sallons. The mayor or his/her designe shall give his/her best effort to see that noice of cach
non-residential customer's allocation is mailed to such customer. If, however, a customer
does ot receive such notice, it shall be the customer’s responsibility to contact the Gity of
Murchison to determine the allocation. Upon request of the customer or at the inifative of
the mayor o his/her designee, the allocation may be reduced or increased if,

(1) The designated pesiod does not accurately reflect the customer’s normal water

usage,
(2) One nonresidential customer agrees to transfer part of its allocation to another
‘nonresidential customer, or
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(8) Other objective evidence demonstrates that the designated allocation i inaccurate

under present conditions.
A customer may appeal an allocation esfablished hereunder by delivering to the Gity of
‘Murchison a written notice/petition as outlined in Section X1 of this Plan, explaining why a
reviewby the City Councilis requested at the next regularly scheduled meefing. The mayor
o his/her designee must receive this appeal variance at least seventy-two (72) hours before
the regular scheduled council mecfing. Nonrcsidential commercial customers shall pay the

following surcharges:

$85.00 for the first 1,000 gallons over allocation.
75,00 for the second 1,000 gallons over allocation.
$75.00 for the third 1,000 gallons over allocation.
$75.00 for each additional 1,000 gallons over allocation.

The surcharges shall be cumulative.

Industrial Customers

The mayor or his/her designee shallestablish a monthly water allocation for each industrial
customer, which uses water for processing purposes. The industrial customer’s allocation
shall be approximately ninety percent (90%) of the customer's water usage bascline. Within
thirty days (80) aficr the initial imposition of the allocation for industrial customers, the
industrial customer's allocation shall be frther reduced to cighty-five percent (85%)of the
ustomer’s water usage bascline. The indusirial customer's water use bascline will be
computed on the average water use for the twelve-month period ending prior to the date of
implementation of Stage 2 of the Plan. If the indusrial water customer's billing history is
shorter than twelve months, the monthly average for the period for which there is a record
shall be used for any monthly period for which no billing history exists. ‘The mayor or
his/her designee shall gve his/ber best effort o see that notice of each industrial customer's
allocation is mailed to such customer. If, however,  customer does not receive such notce it
shall be the customer’s responsibilty to contact the City of Murchison to determine the
allocation, and the allocation shall be fuly effective notwithstanding the lack of receipt of
writien notice. Upon request of the customer or at the inifiative of the mayor or he/her
designee, the allocation may be reduced or increased, if
(1) The designated period does not accurately reflect the customer's normal
water use because the cstomer had shut down a major processing unit
for repair or overhaul during the period,
(2) The customer has added or is in the process of adding significant
additional processing capacity,
(8) The customer has shut down or significantly reduced the production ofa
‘major processing unit,
(4) The customer has previously implemented significant permanent water
conservation measures such that the abilty o further reduce water use is
limited,
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(8) The customer agroes to transfer part of its allocation to another industrial
customer, or

(6) K other objective evidence demonstrates that the designated allocation s
inaccurate under present conditions.

A customer may appeal an allocation established hercunder by delivering to the Gty of
Marchison a written notice/variance as outlined in Section X1 of this Plan, explaining why a
reviewby the City Counclli requested at the next regularly scheduled mecting. The mayor
or his/her designee mustreceive this appeal at cast seventy-two (72) hours before the regubar
scheduled coundl meeting.

Industrial customers shall pay the following surcharges:

$36.00 for the first 1,000 gallons over allocation.
$75.00 for the second 1,000 gallons over allocation,
875.00 for the third 1,000 gallons over allocation.
$75.00 for each additional 1,000 gallons over allocation.

The surcharges shall be cumulative.

Section X: Enforcement

No person shall knowingly or intentionally allow the use of water from the City of Murchison for
residential, commercia, industrial, agricultural, governmentl, or any other purpose in a manner
contrary to any provision of this Plan, or in an amount in excess of that permitted by the drought
response stage in effect at the time pursvant to action taken by the mayor or his/her designee, in
accordance with provisions of this Plan.

(a) Violation of Rationing Rules

* Finstviolation - the ustomer will be notified by written noice of their specific violation

* Second violation - after written noice, the City of Murchison shall nstall a flow restrictor in
the linc to limit the amount of water that will pass through the meter in a 24-hour period.
The cost of labor and materials to install plus administrative fees will be charged to the
customer’s account, not to exceed $50.00.

 Third violation - The mayor or his/her designee shall, upon due notice to the customer, be
authorized io discontinue water service. 10 the premises where such violations ocaur for a
period of seven (7) days, or until the end of the calendar month, whichever is loss. ‘The
customer shall be charged the normal reconnect fee of $25.00 to restore service.

(b) Any person whao violates this Plan is guilly of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction shall be
punished by a fine of not less than five hundred dollars (5500.00) and not more than one
thousand dollars (81,000.00). Each day that one or more of the provisions in this Plan is
violated shall constitute a separate offensc.  In addition, suitable assurance must be given to

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Persons requesting an exemption from the provisions of this Ordinance shall ile a petition for
variance with the City of Murchison within five (5) days after the Plan or a particular drought response
stage has been invoked. Al peitions for variances shall be reviewed by the mayor or his/her
designee, and shall include the following:

(@) Name and address of the petitioner(s).

(b) Purpose of water use.

(©) Specific provision(s) of the Plan from which the pefitioner i requesting relief.

(@) Detailed statementas to howthe specific provision of the Plan adversely affects the petifoner
or what damage or harm will occur to the pefitioner or others if petitioner complis with this
Ordinance.

(¢) Description of the relief requested.

(@) Period of time for which the variance is sought.

(® Alternative water use restrictions or other measures the peitioner is taking or proposes to
take to meet the intent of this Plan and the compliance date.

Variances granted by the City of Murchison shall be subject to the following conditions, urless waived
or modified by the mayor or his/her designee:

(b) Variances granted shall expire when the Plan is no longer in effect, unless the petitioner has
failed to meet specified requirements.

Section I: Declaration of Policy, Purpose, and Intent

In order to conserve the available water supply and protect the integity of water supply facilies, with
‘particular regard for domestic water use, sanitation, and fire protection, and to protect and preserve
publichhealth, welfare, and safety and minimize the adverse impacts of water supply shortage or other
‘water supply emergency conditions, the City of Murchison hereby adopts the following regulations
and restrictions on the delivery and consumption of waer.

‘Water uses regulated or prohibited under this Drought Contingency Plan for the City of Murchison,
adopted August 10, 2000, are considered to be non-essential and continuation of such uses during
times of water shortage or other emergency water supply condition are deemed to constinte awaste
of water which subjects the offender(s) to penalties as defined in Section X of this Plan.

Section II: ~ Public Involvement
Opportunity for the public to provide input into the preparation of the Plan was provided by the ity
of Murchison by means of two (2) public meeting. - (Council workshop held 6/29/00 & 7/18/00)
Section ITI: Public Education

The Gity of Murchison will eriodically provide the public wth information about the Plan, incnding
information about the conditions under which each stage of the Plan s to be initated or terminated

and the drought response measures to be implemented in cach stage. This information vl be
provided by means of public events, press releases or utlity bill nseris.

Section IV: Coordination with Regional Water Planning Groups

“The sexvice area of the City of Murchison is located within the Deep East Texas Region and the City
of Murchison has provided a copy of this Plan to the Deep East Texas Region.

Section V:  Authorization

The mayor or his/her designee is herchy authorized and directed to implement the applicable
provisions of this Plan upon determination that such implementation is necessary to protect public

health, safety, and welfare. The mayor or his/her designee shall have the authoriy to initiate o
teminate drought or other water supply emergency response measures as described in this Plan.

The provisions of this Plan shall apply to all persons, customers, and property utlizing water
provided by the Gty of Murchison. The terms “person® and “customer” as used in the Plan
indude individuals, corporations, partnerships, associations, and all other legl entifc.
Section VII: Definitions
For the purposes of this Plan, the following definitions shall apply:

Aesthetic mater use: water use for omamental or decorative purposes such as fountains, reflecting
pools, and water gardens.

Commercial and institutional water use: water use that s integral to the operations of commerdal and
non-profitestablishments and governmental entiies such as retail stablishments, hotels and motcls,
restaurants, and office buildings.

Conservation: those practices, techniques, and technologies that reduce the consumption of water,
Teduce the loss or waste of water, improve the efficiency in the use of water or increase the recycling
and reuse of water 5o that a supply is conserved and made available for future or alterative uses.

Customer: any person, company, or organization using water supplied by The City of Murchison.

Domestic water use: water use for personal needs or for houschold or sanitary purposes such as
drinking, bathing, heating, cooking, sanitation, or for deaning a residence, business, industry, or
instimtion.

Even number address: treet addresses, box mumbesrs, or rural postal oute mumbers endingin0, 2,4,
6, or 8 and/or customers located on the right side of a street, road, avenue, lane, etc, beginningata
point, specifically originating from the blinking light at intersection of State Hiwy 31 and Second
Street/FM 773,

Industrial sater use: the use of water in processes designed to convert materials of lower value into.
forms having greater usability and value.

Landscape ivigation use: water used for the irrigation and maintenance of landscaped arcas, vhether
‘publily or privately owned, including residential and commercial lawns, gardens, golf courses, parks,
and rights-of-way and medians.

Non-¢ssential water use: water uses that are not essential nor required for the protection of public,
health, safety, and welfare, induding

(a) Irvigation of landscape arcas, including parks, athletic fields, and golf courses, except
otherwise provided under this Plan;

Section VI Criteria for Initiation and Termination of Drought Response Stages

“The mayor or his/her designee shall monitor water supplies and/or demand conditions onamonthly
basis graduating to weekly then daily basis and shall determine when conditions warrant initiation or
termination of each stage of the Plan, that is, when the specified “triggers” are reached.

The triggering criteria described below are based on a statistical analysis of the vulnerability of the.
water wells and storage tank under drought of record conditions and/or based on known system
capacity limifs.

Stage 1 Triggers — MILD Water Shortage Conditions

‘Requirements for initiation
Customers shall be requested to voluntarily conserve water and adhere to the prescribed restrictions
on certain water uses, defined in Section VII - Definitions, when any of the following apply:

«The spedific capaciy of the Gity of Murchison’s water wells)is equal to or less than seventy-five
percent (75%) of the well’s original specific capacity.

« Continually falling treated water storage tank levels that do not refill above seventy-five percent
(75%) overnight (c.g:, based on an evahuation of minimum treated water storage required toavoid
system outage).

(85%) overnight (e.g, based on an evaluation of minimumn treated water storage required toavoid
system outage).
