CANDIDATES IN THE MAY 13, 2007 GENERAL CITY ELECTIONY ELFCTED TO
(OFFICE; CANCELING THE ELECTION: PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE:
AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the generalcity election vas called for May 13, 2007 for the purpose of electing mermbers to

Section 1: The following candidates, who are unopposed in the May 13, 2007 general election are declared
Clected to office, and shal be ssued certificates of election following the time the lcction would have beer
canvassed.

Section 2: The May 13, 2007 general city election is cancelled and the city secretary s directed 10 cause &
copy of this ordinance to be posted on Election Day at cach polling place that would have been used in the
election.

Secton 3: Tt s declaed t beth intent ofthe ity counil tha the prases,cluscs, setences, parsgraps,
and secionsoftisordinanceisdeclared nvalid by the judgmet or decres o a court of competent
Jurisdicion, th invalidity shall not effectany of the semaining pbrascs, clause, senience, paragaphs, o
Sections o his ordinance sinceth ciy council would have enacted them without th invaid porton-

‘Section 4. This ordinance shall take effect upon it passage, and it i so ordained.
