'WHEREAS, because maintenance of senitary conditions around such Wells is vital to the
protection of the Wels and to the protection of the health and safety of the residents of the City, the
City Council deems it necessary and proper to establish rules and regulations governing the confrol
of sanitary conditions around the Wells; now, taerefore,

BEIT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MURCHISON, TEXAS:

Sectionl.  Purpose.

‘This Ordinance sets forth uniform requirements for the users and the construction of
faclities in or on land within one hundred fifty feet 150') of the Wells in order to
‘promote sanitary conditions in and around such Well, o secure all such land from
pollution and hazards, and to eable the City to comply with ll applicable state and local
regulations.

‘The objective of the Ordinance is to prevent certain users and the construction of
facilities in or on land surrounding the Wells, which might create a danger of
pollution to the water produced from such Wels.

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Section3,  Penalty.

‘Any person who shal violate any provision of this Ordinance shall be deemed gy of a
‘misdemeanor and, upon conviction, shall be fined in an amount not to exceed $100.00. Each
day of violation shell constiute a scparate offense.

Sectiond.  Required Removal,

Any person who shall violate any provision o this Ordinnce shall be required to remove the.
prohibited consruction o potential source of contamination within 10 days after notification that they
are in violation of this Ordinance.

Section . Superceding Regulation or Statu,

‘Whenever any applicable statute, regulation, or permit of any state, federal, o other agency,
havingjurisdiction over the subject matte of this Ordinance, s in conflctherewith the trcter
requirement shall appy, unless mandated otherwise.

Section6.  Severability,

In the event any clause phrase, provision, sentence, or partof this Ordinance or the
application of the same to any person or circumstances shall for any reason be adjudged invalid or
held unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, it shallnor affct,impair,or nvalidate this
Ordinance as a wholc or any partor provision hereof other than the part declared to be invalid or
unconstitutonal; and the City Council of the City of Murchison, Texas, declares that it would have
passed each and every part of the same notwithstanding the omission of any such partthus declared
10 be invalid or unconstiutional, whether there be onc of more parts.
