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ORDINANCE 2008-05

AN ORDINANCE REAFFIRMING AND AMENDING ORDINANCE 99-01, 1-B-02
‘TITLED EXTRA DEPOSITS
to include raising the deposit on rental properties and establishing an effective date.

'WHEREAS, the City of Murchison deems it necessary to amend Ordinance 99-01,
1-B-2 itled Extra Deposits (o include that the city may charge varying utiity deposits
for rental propertis; and

WHEREAS, the City of Murchison has had occasions where renters wil leave the
City of Murchison with great debt and hardship from these losses; and

'WHEREAS, it is necessary and mandatory so that the City of Murchison may meet all
‘expenses within the city’s budget through the sale of water and sewer, and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF MURCHISON
‘TEXAS THAT ORDINANCE 99.01 SHALL BE AMENDED AND READ AS FOLLOWS
PURSUANT TO TEX.LOC.GOV.CODE 402.0025:

2,“EXTRA DEPOSITS": The deposit on any property may be rzised up to (3) thee months
‘average bill by the City Council upon recommendation of the city secretary if the customer's
payment history indicates frequent, recent, orlarge delinquencies based upon non-payment.
Iate paymeat, retumed checks, bankruptcy or insolvecy.

‘The deposit on rental property and the application is not being established as a landlord
application, the city may xaise it up to (3) months average bll by the city courcil upon
recommendation of the city secretary.

EMERGENCY DECLARED: It being that the provisions contained in this ordinance are
urgent and necessary, al rules and regulations requiring more than one reading of ordinances
before final passage are herby suspended and this ordinance shall be in full foree and effect
from the date of its passage and approval; and all covenant's and/or agreements whether written
or implied not fully in compliance with the covenant or agreement, whether writien or implied,
shall this day forward be null and void.
