The City of Murchison Council meets in regular session on the second Tuesday of each month. The council reserves the right to convene in an Executive Session on any item on the agenda under the Texas Government Code, Chapter 551. Items for this meeting include:
*Opening prayer, Pledge of Allegiance, call to order.

Meeting called to order  at 6:01pm, Danny Garza did the prayer and Bradley Gray did the prayer. Jeremy Smith absent, all other members are present.

Public Recognition (Citizen Comment):

David Godwin signed up to speak that he is meeting this week to do the 2024 Audit and meeting with Skylier to answer questions. Forms given to all council members to complete and give back to him. 

Consent Items:
1. Approve Council Meeting  May 13, 2025 Minutes and May 2025 Financials
a. Danny Garza motions to approve May Minutes and Financials, Gayle Furlong seconds and passes unanimously. 

Mayors Report: 
1. Steven Hartley Demand Letter
a. Letter was sent to him by attorney, Blake Armstrong, no response yet.
2. Update on Mr Fears Lease- Skylier and I have been in contact with Bryan Fears concerning the lease of property.
a. Lease with Mr. Fears is not signed still, son has the lease and there are concerns of the sewer repairs and getting the ground covered back so haven’t heard from him.
3. Update on Farmers Market
a. Next Farmers Market is June 14, 2025, will be on the road as the weather has prevented the field from being used. Back to School event would require more water faucets so maybe next month we can discuss it more to get some more placed by the ball field maybe.

Water Report by Jeremy Crocker: 
Jeremy Crocker goes over weekly/monthly report. Site and plant samples completed, read and completed well logs, flushed dead end mains, checked lift station. Checked 9742 FM 77 for possible leak- so much water was there from rain so put on list to check. Turned water on for 2 locations, turned water off for one address, 4 line locates. Packet pulled and checked for leak at 5601 PR 7801, verified meter usage for 3 addresses, leak on customers side, verified customer needs their own shut off valve- city responsibility stops at the meter, and put box around meter for a resident. Rake is still out, sent to fix, numbers at plant are better. 1 bed has been cleaned out, out of the 3. Put gauges down by 7801 to see if they can figure out where the issues are coming from and maybe add a tap or 2 due to the low pressure. 




Old Business:
1. Update on Sewer repair project from Jeremy Crocker, discuss and consider any action.
a. Jeremy Crocker state they have removed the stump, debris needs to be cleared still. On the bank side it is getting pushed under the concrete a little at a time because of the weather and the dirt needing to settle. The lines by Victoria’s were damaged at some point when the sewer project was done but the water line is done and sewer will be checked tomorrow. The rake will be sent to be worked on, 2 beds still need to be cleaned out, new sand pump was installed. 
i. Gayle Furlong motions to approve up to $3500 for both beds to be cleaned out, plus $500 for sand, Danny Garza seconds and passed unanimously. 
2. Open Bids for Water/Sewer operator
a. Bids open for Aqua Services, Operations received to be paid $9,000 by 10th of each month, for 1 year contract, $80 an hour for after hours and $250 for holiday after hours w/ equipment. Each member reviews contract.  
i. Danny Garza motions to accept Aqua Services for Water/Sewer services, Bobbett Bandy seconds and passes unanimously.
3. Sewer tap on 9835 Wren street
a. The area has been soaked because of the rain so hasn’t done it yet, person hasn’t been home so waiting for it to clear up some. 

New Business:
1. Discuss Ordinance authorizing the City of Murchison to levy and collect a fee for alcohol permits issued for premises within the city and possibly take action.
a. Bradley Gray explains towns do require places that sell alcohol to pay a fee to the city to do so when they renew their permits. Danny Garza motions to approve Ordinance for fee on selling alcohol in town. Gayle Furlong seconds, passes unanimously.
2. Discuss and possibly take action on repairs at North 3rd St and Bankhead St.
a. Its about 86 foot culvert replacement that’s needed, before August 13th because of school starting. Give quotes by July meeting to decide on someone to fix it.
i. Danny Garza motions to look into people to bid on the repairs, Dana Joslin seconds and passes unanimously. 
3. Discuss and possibly take action on road repairs at Fowler St.
a. Tabled for now to see if George can use rock and patch it up for now. 
4. Discuss and possibly consider allowing Vinland Meads to sale at Farmers Market.
a. Bradley Gray explains that Vinland Meads would like to be a vendor at the Farmers Markets but since they sell wine they would need to make sure it is ok with council. They will ID for samples and sales made. 
i. Danny Garza motions to allow Vinland Meads to sell wine at vendor set ups, letter approved December 2025, Dana Joslin seconds and passes unanimously.
5. “Discuss opposition to permits being obtained by private companies to drill water wells and pump millions of gallons of water from Henderson County and surrounding counties and said water being used for other jurisdictions. Pursuant to Chapter 551- Emergency or urgent public necessity and posted 1 hour before meeting”. 
a. Permits affect us and surrounding counties. Has to be submitted if you oppose by June 19, 2025.  It’s a private company, 21 wells that it would go thru essentially.
i. Danny Garza motions to oppose and send letter doing so, Dana Joslin seconds and passes unanimously.
