Session called to meeting at 6:01pm, all members present except Bobbett Bandy , Danny Garza did the prayer and Gayle Furlong the pledge.

	Chandra Nagarkoti signed up to speak and has a business property, wants to see if city wants to use it for a store or maybe a liquor store. Bradley Gray explains it has to have a petition filed to go on a ballot to be voted on, then petitioned from the public, a percent of residents have to vote wanting it. 

Consent Items:
1. Approve Council Meeting  April 8, 2025 Minutes and April 2025 Financials	
a. Gayle Furlong asks if we file taxes, Skylier Murrell will ask David our CPA when he comes in 2 weeks. 
i. Danny Garza motions to approve April 8, 2025 Minutes and April 2025 financials, Jeremy Smith seconds, passes unanimously. 

Mayors Report: 
1. Update on Storm sirens
a. Sirens are up and being installed now. Sirens were donated and the installation was paid for by the Fire Dept. Working on figuring out how to remotely control the sirens. 
2. Update on Farmers Market
a. Farmers Market was Saturday from 9-3pm, half of the vendors showed up but was a good turn out. Kayla Gray agreed and has other vendors she is working on getting lined up for fresh eggs, honey, vegetables, etc. planning on getting porta potties accessible and handicap parking spots  put in place. Skylier Murrell will reach out to Live Oak on the porta potties. 

Murchison ISD Report by Superintendent Followwell: 
	Mrs Followwell states other school districts give updates to the City so she wanted to meet quarterly at least and give updates on the school. Enrolled 171 this year, next year is 185 so far to register. Student Opportunities- goes to 8th grade but offers High School credits, up to 5 credits, they have a music and theater program now this year also. They have had Basketball but now included Archery, Volleyball, Golf, Track, and a Softball team. Little Dribblers was their first year to participate  this season. Goals for the year and Mottos is Growing Learners, Building Leaders. Rise Program- individuals who aren’t certified but now working to complete that and work a contract with the school for so many years to teach there first.  

Water Report by Jeremy Crocker:  
	Roll offs were dumped, calibrated V-notch, Ordered bar screen from Hippo Hopper, dug up a leak on Stella St, Jet truck was brought in, camera wasn’t useful but know the City and Fire Dept is tied in. RG3 rep discussed meters and quote included, dressed 3 location, a couple meter turn ons, Lead & Copper report done, 4 violations- 2 done and Steven Hartley states he will get the missing ones, EEP needs to be verified- was at 12 and now is at 8 for violations, and 2 flush valves.  Spoke to Gerald Duncan, Steven Hartley about the flush logs but still missing some. Jeremy will get with Gerald and see which ones he says we are missing locations on. Sewer Plant isn’t making permit – found BODs at 51 and TSS at 197, they should be at 30, valves weren’t working, dry bed isn’t working properly, drained sludge and now BODs at 40 and TSS is at 142, rack was in violation, needs to be dried out and cleaned all the way. Jeremy Crocker proposes a $3500 bid to clean the first one out to get the rack fixed. Bad samples are still being pulled so can pay for sand added to the roll off to clean the drying bed. Dana Joslin asks how long has it been that way does he think? Jermey Crocker states awhile as it didn’t happen overnight but violations go back to 2022.  Sarah Crocker goes over RG3 & Master Meter quotes as we have at least 140 meter reading blank , some aren’t on a base, 0 usage showing is 96 so 240 almost not reading or showing and no warranty for any meters we have. Bases weren’t replaced, head or radio added isn’t warranted either. Danny Garza asks about the pump station tripping. Jeremy Crocker states they will look into it see why its shorting out.  	 

Old Business:
1. Update on Sewer repair project from Jeremy Crocker, discuss and consider any action.
a. Jet machine used as lines weren’t good, No bid right now but setting 10 ft duplex bason, 2 pumps in it, all our lines, gas station left an run line to the bason, down to the manhole and remove tree, redress everything . ($41,350.60) Bid amount and Jeremy Smith asks does bid include clean out, Jeremy Crocker states will put it in, grinder added. Residential are $1500 a piece, can we do a gravity one? Jeremy Crocker can check to see if they can do the half Steven Hartley never did. 
2. Contract with Mr. Fears for property behind City Hall
a. Still haven’t received a response, Skylier will reach back out to Mr Fears son about the lease. 
3. Discuss and take action on demand letter to Steven Hartley (Pure) from our city attorney. 
a. Tabled last meeting for Steven Hartley demand letter, we have 4 years to sue/or send demand letter for funds. Requesting Half of the sewer project fund back as not completed,jetting truck to clean lines out, fee for clean up mess, April check and third st project that was paid to do but never started. 
i. Danny Garza motions to turn in fees totaling almost $50,00.00 to Blake for Demand letter for Steven Hartley, Jeremy Smith seconds, passes unanimously. 

New Business:
1. Open Bids for Water/Sewer operator
a. Only bid received was not sealed, not notiarized, have to reject it per Chapter 252, it has to be mailed or hand delivered sealed. Jeremy Smith motions to continue with Jeremy Crocker for $9,000 for 27 days, Dana Joslin seconds, passes unanimously.
2. New Sewer tap on 9835 Wren street, other is compromised
a. New sewer tap is needed as it wasn’t lined correctly and a new ones needed to tie into the line. Will be $400 plus materials for tap and will do during regular business hours so about $600 total. 
i. Danny Garza motions to approve tap on Wren St, Dana Joslin seconds, passes unanimously.
ii. Jeremy Smith motions to approve $3,500 plus materials to get clean out by Jeremy Crocker started for repairs due to compliance, Gayle Furlong seconds, passes unanimously. 
iii. Danny Garza motions to for Jeremy Crocker to clean up  773 by Fire Dept, add 2 taps back behind building for Total Services, Jeremys Brothers company to assist, $5,000 for bank side fix, Jeremy Smith seconds, passes unanimously.
iv. Jeremy Smith motions to approve the Pilot portion of the bid for 60 meters, from Underground (Master Meter), Gayle Furlong seconds, passes unanimously. 
3. Overpopulated cats and dogs in the city
a. Could be a fee to deal with the stray animals, Bradley Gray will check with the Sheriffs office.
i. Gayle Furlong motions to table the issue with stray animals, Jeremy Smith seconds, passes unanimously. 
4. Pot holes on 2nd street. 
a. Not sure what company it is that’s working down 2nd street. Jeremy Smith will find out what company it is and Skylier to call to see if they will be fixing the road.

5. Property Maintenance with residents yards. Jeremy Smith states lots of yards are looking really bad, not mowed or cared for and its becoming a issue. Bradley Gray states we need names and address with the issue so we can send letters to have it taken care of and cleaned. 


Executive Session: The City Council will convene into executive Session Pursuant to Texas Government Code Section 551.074 review maintenance position candidates. 
Council vote on filling maintenance positions. 
	 Council Interviewed members that applied for Maintenance position.  Dana Joslin motions to hire George Madis for our maintenance position, Jeremy Smith seconds, passes unanimously. George will come in Friday to start work and do paperwork.
